here is a major debate as to whether 
man was made to be pure and then 
he defiles himself or whether man is 
basically corrupt and needs to fix him-
self. Which is correct? Is man basi-

cally good or basically evil or some-
where in between? A verse in 
Kohelet (7, 29) indicates  the more 
optimistic view. “G-d made man 
straight, and they have sought 
many calculations.”  In other 
words, it is we who distort and 
complicate our lives whereas by 
nature things would be more sim-
ple, more straightforward, more on 
the up and up.  

 The Sefas Emes, the second 
Gherer Rebbe, wrote that this is 
what Rosh Hashanah is all about. 
Rosh Hashanah recalls creation. At 
creation, man was pure, near perfect, pristine. It 
was on that very day of creation that man cor-
rupted himself with sin and disobedience. Rosh 
Hashanah is an effort to return to that pristine 
state of creation. 

 Reb Shlomo Carlebach once said that people 
don’t have their faces anymore. What did he 
mean? He meant that we walk around with so 
many pretensions, so many masks, airs, covers, 
and masquerades, that we, as modern people 

don’t even have our real faces anymore. Rosh 
Hashanah is that time to get our faces back, to 
get back to our real selves.  

 But what does it mean to get back to our-
selves? What would be our first step to get back 

to ourselves? It means to remem-
ber what is important in life, G-d, 
family, and Torah. It means to re-
member that which is obvious, be-
fore we became so sophisticated, 
like our gratitude to G-d, our love of 
our people, our desire to transmit 
our rich tradition to others.  

 Our own crises, our own neuro-
ses, our own obsessions keep us 
from focusing on our true selves, 
our essential selves, our true faces.  

 This Rosh Hashanah, let us hope 
we rediscover our simple selves, let 

us hope we can reconnect with our innermost de-
sires, our true priorities, and then and only then, 
we can hope to be blessed with a Happy and 
Healthy New Year, one filled with meaning and a 
return to all that is meaningful and important to 
us.  

 Bluma, Asher, Natan, Akiva, Rakhel and I wish 
you and your families a happy and a healthy New 
Year, Le’Shanah Tova Tikatevu, May you be in-
scribed in the Book of Life.

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of the only survivors of his town of Tarnow; of his being the 
only survivor of his family; of his surviving and in fact es-
caping the horrors of Plaszow, the infamous work, torture 
and death camp. (Recall that scene in Schindler's List of 
the sadistic Komandant, taking random pot shots at the 
inmates...that was Plaszow). 

 Mr. Diamond's story of survival and the subsequent re-
building of his life,  together with Ruth raising a beautiful 
family, has served as the inspiration for countless number 
of teens. I can assume that had I remained in Telz Stone I 
would have heard these stories, albeit second hand, from 
Rabbi Charlop over the years. 

 But Hashem had other ideas for my family and I’ve been 
privileged to hear these stories first hand from Mr. Dia-
mond. I was privileged to hear from Mr. Diamond how he 
struggled to rebuild his life, how he persevered to build a 
successful business and how after he sold it and was swin-
dled out of the proceeds he rebuilt it again to a lucrative 
level. I heard personally from non-Jews in the appliance 
business what a Kiddush Hashem Mr. Diamond created by 
always dealing more than honestly with customers and 
competitors alike. Mr. Diamond personally taught me how 
to efficiently load a dishwasher, because the only dish-
washer I ever had prior to coming here was Adina. 

 I saw the inner fortitude and determination he possessed 
when the early stages of Parkinson's Disease began to 
ravage his body and he staved off its effects, perhaps for 
several years, by rigorously exercising each day at the 
JCC. 

 Back to the Sefer Torah...To make a long story 
short...The Diamond family here in Memphis was appar-
ently inspired by the saga of the Sefer Torah displayed at 
the JCC. Rabbi Charlop through a confluence of amazing 
events was guided by Hashem to a Torah Scroll that had 
been laying in an old monastery in the Ukraine. They con-
tracted with a Sofer who specializes in rescuing Torah 
scrolls that survived Nazi Europe. The scroll was found with 
a tag on it that said "Tarnow" on it and so the Diamond fam-
ily had this Sefer Torah meticulously restored  in loving 
memory of Karl Diamond. 

 Upon its completion, a joyous, lively dedication ceremony 
was held in Telz Stone. If you search for it online at You 
Tube you can watch Rabbi Charlop and Freddie Diamond 
dancing with the Torah surrounded by students and Reb-
beim of the Yeshiva as they place the Sefer Torah into its 
new home in the Aron Kodesh at Neveh Zion.......right next 
to the Sefer Torah that our family gave to the Yeshiva in 
memory of my parents, Miriam and Meyer Samberg of 
blessed memory some 21 years ago. 

 For what is now the 22nd time, Adina & I, our children, 
Suri & Yisroel, Yaakov & Mindy, Meir, Miriam, Naomi, Esti, 
Shira Hirschfeld, and our grandchildren, Yosef Eliyahu and 
Malka Rivka, take great pleasure in wishing each of you a 
New Year filled with joy, prosperity, peace & good health. 

 Recently, Adina and I were privileged to have been hon-
ored by the congregation for our more than 20 years of ser-
vice here at the shul. 

 As you know we came here after having lived in Israel for 
more than 3 years in a small community called Kiryat Telz 
Stone. It was a small, religious, rather insulated community 
nestled in the Judean Hills right off the Jerusalem-Tel Aviv 
highway. Adina and I often wonder what our lives would 
have been like had we not left there and moved to Mem-
phis. In that light Adina and I are extremely proud that our 
son, Meir has chosen to make Aliyah to Israel and perhaps 
pick up where we left off. 

 After high school, I had studied for 2 and a half years in 
Yeshiva Neveh Zion. Upon graduating college, I worked for 
them in New York recruiting students, and working on their 
fund raising events. Very soon after Adina and I married we 
moved to Israel and I studied in the kollel of Neveh Zion. I 
had and still have very strong and deep ties to Neveh Zion. 

 Over the years there have been various Memphis con-
nections with the life we left behind - I guess what Harry 
Samuels in his "Beshert" books would refer to as 
"Synchronicity". For example, Nechemiah Rosenberg, son 
of Eva and Meyer Rosenberg moved into our town as we 
were leaving and recently his daughter married the son of 
one of our dearest friends and neighbors from Telz Stone. 

 Recently I became aware of a very moving story that for 
some reason has not circulated here in Memphis. It was 
written up in the May 27th edition of Mishpacha Magazine. 
You can and should read the amazing details of the odys-
sey of a Sefer Torah that was restored by our very own Dia-
mond/Charlop family in memory of Karl Diamond of 
blessed memory. There will be a link to the article on our 
website, www.asbee.net. 

 Rabbi Dovid Charlop is married to Shulamis, daughter of 
Karl Diamond, of blessed memory, and Ruth Diamond, may 
she live and be well. A few years after we arrived here in 
Memphis, they moved to Israel and settled in Kiryat Telz 
Stone. Rabbi Charlop became a very successful Rebbe at 
Yeshiva Neveh Zion and has been instrumental in inspiring 
his students throughout the years. 

 In each of the past few years, the Yeshiva has organized 
a trip to Poland to visit the shtetls and towns where Torah 
and Jewry once thrived, to visit first hand the site of so 
much Jewish suffering, to see the death camps and to be 
inspired by stories of those who persevered, survived and 
went on to build beautiful meaningful Jewish lives. For a 
spoiled, American teenager, this trip is often the catalyst 
that provides the inspiration to leave their trivial often dan-
gerous vices behind and get serious about becoming a 
strong link in the chain of Jewish history and survival. 

 Rabbi Charlop has been instrumental in organizing these 
trips. Once in Europe, at the very site of these horrors, he 
would relate stories of the life of his Father-in-Law, our own 
Mr. Karl Diamond. He would tell of Mr. Diamond being one

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Immersion  In Mikvah 
On the eve of Rosh Hashanah and even 
more so, on the eve of Yom Kippur, it is 
customary for men to immerse in the 
mikveh. Our mikveh will be opened for 
men on those days.  
Apples and Honey .  
On Rosh Hashanah night, it is customary 
to eat apples and honey and to recite a 
prayer, "May this be a good and sweet 
year." Some have the custom to partake of 
other ritual foods as well such as the head 
of a fish, leeks, gourds, and beets. This is 
usually done right after the Hamotzi on the 
evening of Rosh Hashana. Honey is used 
with the Challah until Shemini Atzeret. 
New Fruit   
On the second night of Rosh Hashanah, 
we are not sure if, Halachically, it is 
necessary to recite "Shehechiyanu" as we 
ordinarily would on the first two nights of a 
holiday. Just to be sure that we have a 
right to make the Shehechiyanu in 
kiddush, we buy a new fruit and eat it after 
Hamotzi. Since we are definitely obligated 
to say the “Shehechiyanu: blessing on the 
new fruit, we can then rest assured that 
the blessing is not in vain. When we make 
this blessing during kiddush, we have in 
mind that the blessing applies to the fruit 
as well. When we eat the fruit, we need 
not recite shehechiyanu again. The fruit 
should be something you haven't eaten 
since it was last in season, or which you 
never ate in your life. If one cannot find 

Sukkot  
Everyone should try to purchase a lulav 
and esrog for Sukkot and to eat as many 
meals as possible in the Sukkah. The 
Fogelman Sukkah will be available all 
week for those who wish to use it. 
Additional sets of lulavim and esrogim are 
available at the morning services 
throughout the week for those who are 
unable to purchase one. 
How to Shake the Lulav   
Hold the set with the willows on the left of 
the lulav (palm branch) and the myrtle on 
the right. The smooth spine of the lulav 
should face you, and then if you are right 
handed, hold this whole lulav package 
with your right hand. If left-handed, hold it 
with your left hand. The other hand should 
hold the esrog (citron). Bring the esrog to 
the lulav. Before making a blessing, keep 
the cut stem up. After the blessing, turn 
the cut stem down, with the pitom (the top 
stem) up. One may hold the lulav package 
and the esrog in one hand if you wish. 
How to Preserve Your Lulav   
The esrog usually does pretty well just in 
its own packaging. Some put it in a 
refrigerator as well. The lulav itself does 
fine in its plastic bag. The myrtle and the 
willow are trickiest. The willow should be 
in or out of the refrigerator in a plastic bag 
containing water, but the wet cloth cannot 
touch the leaves or they will turn black. 
The myrtle does well wrapped in a wet 
paper towel, in tin foil, in the refrigerator. 

anything that qualifies, one could then 
wear a new dress or suit for the occasion. 

Tashlich   
It is customary to go to a body of water on 
the first day of Rosh Hashanah to 
symbolically throw away our sins. When 
the first day falls on Shabbat, we go on 
the second day. One may say Tashlich up 
to Hoshanah Rabbah, on October 3rd. We 
will also have our annual Tashlich Picnic 
on Wednesday, September 23rd at 5 p.m. 
Annulment of Vows   
Have you ever vowed that you would do 
something and not fulfill the vow? Well 
then before Yom Kippur or Rosh Hashana 
you need to annul that vow. Kol Nidrei will 
not do it. (Kol Nidrei proclaims that next 
year’s vows should be null and void. The 
catch is that one has to remember this 
stipulation during the new vow. In short, 
Kol Nidrei doesn’t work too well. But it 
sure does sound good.) What should you 
do? On Erev Rosh Hashana & Erev Yom 
Kippur we will be holding court after 
services to annul vows. Men and women 
are welcome. 
Yom Kippur Afflictions   
On Yom Kippur it is forbidden to  

1) Eat and drink  
2) Bathe or wash unnecessarily  
3) Use ointments  
4) Wear leather shoes or sneakers 
5) Have marital relations.
